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Notes from the Principal

August 17, 2011
We had a parent ask recently about our protocol for playground accidents. We always err on the side of caution when a student takes a fall on the yard. When we receive word that a student is injured on the yard, we may send a wheel chair out if the student is unable or reluctant to walk to the office.
Initially we assess the student by checking the injury and talking to them. Often just a conversation and a look at injury is enough to make a decision about the next steps.
Parents are called in most cases, sometimes for information only and sometimes just to have the student talk to his or her parents. In cases where we suspect an injury that needs medical evaluation, we encourage parents to visit their doctor or a local clinic.

Ambulances are called very rarely because we very rarely have serious injuries. The District does not pay for ambulance rides so we make this decision to call only when it is an emergency. Obviously when an injury is serious enough to warrant an ambulance, we do it immediately. We are lucky enough to be a short distance from the Penngrove Fire Station, who generally responds. In cases where the Penngrove Fireman are out on a call an ambulance is sent from Petaluma. 
Please call the office if you need more information about our emergency protocols.

A gentle reminder: If you are coming to pick up older students in the afternoon, it helps tremendously if you wait until the dismissal time to arrive in the parking lot. We have gridlock when cars are waiting for older kids and lined up at the curb.
